Applied Psychology is the use of Psychological meth-
ods and findings of scientific Psychology to solve 
practical problems of human and animal behavior and 
experience. Mental health, organizational Psychology, 
business management, education, health, product de-
sign, ergonomics, and law are just a few of the areas 
that have been influenced by the application of Psy-
chological principles and findings. Some of the areas 
of Applied Psychology include Clinical Psychology, 
Counseling Psychology, Evolutionary Psychology, In-
dustrial and Organizational Psychology, Legal Psychol-
ogy, Neuropsychology, Occupational Health Psycholo-
gy, Human Factors, Forensic Psychology, Engineering 
Psychology, School Psychology, Sports Psychology, 
Traffic Psychology, Community Psychology, Medical 
Psychology. In addition, a number of specialized ar-
eas in the general field of psychology have applied 
branches (e.g., Applied Social Psychology, Applied 
Cognitive Psychology).
